The 2008-09 membership year ended with a
3.1% increase in girl membership. A total of 9,422 girls or 290
more girls registered as members of Girl Scouts of Minnesota
and Wisconsin Lakes and Pines over the previous year. This
total reflects 3,116 new girl members and 6,306 re-registering
members, bringing our girl retention rate to 69%. Ninety four
new girls joined through the Bring a Friend program.

Within the 39 county jurisdiction, Lakes and Pines Council
serves 11% of the available girls with a combined total of 1,157
Girl Scout troops overall. Of the 9,422 registered girl members,
8,477 girls were served through traditional volunteer led
troop programs. The Council’s Outreach Program served 676
girls with 431 from urban areas in greater Minnesota, 146 in
rural areas, and 99 in an American Indian Nation.

269 girls were individually registered Juliette Girls Scouts
with 104 of these girls participating in the Council’s Girl Scout
by Mail Program.

Our adult membership reflects a 78% retention rate or 2,123
adults who re-registered and 588 adult members that were
new to Lakes and Pines Council for a total adult membership
of 2,711 with 336 lifetime members.  Total girl and adult
membership for 2008-09 was 12,133.

Outreach programming is tailored to the needs
of the communities being served. Culture and community
are integrated into Outreach. For instance, in Willmar,
where one-fourth of the school district is Latino, an after
school Girl Scout program called SISTERS (Stay in School to
Enjoy Real Success) engages Latina girls through Latin
dance. Girls have fun and are comfortable in this bilingual
setting. The program is really a truancy and tutoring
program, using fitness and culturally fun activities to recruit
and retain Latina girls.

Girls earned $290,568 in Cookie Dough to use for programs,
camp, in the Girl Scout Shops, or for other activities.

Selling products is a fun program activity that teaches girls how
to set realistic goals, work as a team, manage money, and
be entrepreneurs. Each troop or group that sells cookies or
fall product earns money for
its treasury and plans how to spend
that money to achieve its goals. The
proceeds are used for field trips,
service projects, and other activities.
In addition, Girl Scouts can earn
age-appropriate proficiency awards
as part of their experience with
cookie activities.

Another example is an Outreach troop in Ponemah, a
community on the Red Lake Indian Reservation that decided
to address a community concern – recycling. Girls worked
together with adult volunteers to apply for a grant to start
a recycling program on the pow-wow grounds. The troop
walked through the three pillars of the leadership model –
DISCOVER, CONNECT and TAKE ACTION – the end result was
leadership in their own community!
