To use this guide:
1. Let girls choose. Share program and event options with girls. Encourage them to identify group and

individual interests. Many events have an interest indicator to copy and share with families.
2. Get families involved. Make a copy of the program page/s girls selected. Send to families adding

planning details (such as chaperones needed, meeting place, amount of cookie dough accepted, and
due date for registration). Be sure and include the registration date.

3. Register.  Use the registration form on page 55.

Groups are encouraged to register early. A Program Status Report provides information on
program scheduling changes and updates; just check the Program page at
www.gslakesandpines.org, or contact us.

All About the New Travel Section: Learning to plan trips and travel as a group is one of the basic
experiences in Girl Scouting. In Girl Scouting, travel is about fun, exploration, and progressive experiences in
appreciating the outdoors, new places, and other cultures. As girls grow older and more experienced in travel, the
scope of their travel broadens to include travel across the country or abroad on a girl planned trip with sister Girl Scouts,
as an individual in a council sponsored trip, or one of the Girl Scouts of the USA Getaways and destinations.

When girls or adults take part in council sponsored travel, they have support from program staff as they prepare
for their big trip, such as exploring money earning strategies, establishing a plan to pay for the trip, and
learning what to expect when visiting a different part of the country or the world.  Remember, with good planning,
determination and effort, anything is possible. And so worth it!

When registering for a council sponsored trip:
Fill out and send in the Program Registration to indicate your intention to travel. Include a $100 non-refundable
deposit. The deposit reserves your space on the trip.

Cookie Dough may not be used for the deposit.

Girls may save up to $500 in Girl Scout Cookie Dough each year for council sponsored trips (for a total of
three years). Be sure to use form #6704.5, Saving Cookie Dough Notice, before Cookie Dough expires.

Up to half the cost of a council sponsored trip may be paid for with Girl Scout Cookie Dough.
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Develop the people skills you need with activities and discussion based on the It’s Your Planet—Change
It! Leadership Journey for Girl Scout Cadettes. As girls twist and turn through aMAZE, they gain tips and
strategies for creating healthy relationships for themselves and those around them and begin to build
more positive and peaceful relationships in the world. Throughout the course of the event, girls earn the
Interact and Diplomat awards, two of the three awards associated with this Leadership Journey. Girls
interested in earning the Girl Scout Silver Award will complete most of the Silver Award prerequisites by
participating in this program. In the evening, enjoy the pool, sauna and waterslide and optional aerobics
and rollerblading. Fifth grade girls bridging to Cadettes in the spring of 2011 are invited to join in the fun.
Bring a swimsuit, overnight gear, and comfortable clothing for physical activities. All meals, snacks and
program supplies, are included, plus you’ll receive the Cadette Leadership Journey, Amaze: The Twists

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Everyone is familiar with the rich tradition of Girl Scouts and cookies. What everyone may not be familiar with is the Girl
Scout Fall Product Sale which is held in October. By participating in both the Fall Sale and Cookie Sale, girls realize their
full potential and become strong, confident, and resourceful citizens. All money earned through product sale programs
stay within our local Girl Scout council to provide essential services to girls, enable us to have reduced fees for program
and camp experiences, as well as provide troop support for field trips, camp, or any other Girl Scout activity they choose.

The Product Programs are open to all registered girl members of Girl Scouts of the USA. Participation is a family
decision with permission being given for each activity separately, thus allowing girls the opportunity to participate in
one or both Product Sales programs. All funds earned by the troop are the property of the troop, not individual girls
within the troop. Girls registered to the troop decide collectively how to spend the funds they earn on everything from
the next years registration fees to meeting supplies, space and other activities that the troop wants to participate in.
Independently registered girls may also participate in product sales programs; however the funds earned by these girls
are kept in a council restricted account.

Girl Scout Product Sales Programs

The Fall Product Sale consists of selling nuts/candy, magazines (including online sales), and address booklets.  Participation
in the Fall Sale is a great way for troops to earn start up funds early in the year for their planned activities throughout the
year.  Girls earn cumulative incentives for magazines (including online orders) and product sales and a separate incentive
for completing the address booklet.

The theme for the 2010 Girl Scout Fall Sale is: Design your Future: Construct a Plan.  At QSP/Ashdon Farm’s website at
www.ashdonfarmsGSI.com, girls and adults will be able to find activity sheets, starting with group “blueprint” (goal
setting), interactive activities, and clip art.  All girls and adults are encouraged to check this out and use strategies that
allow girls to lead, learn by doing, and learn cooperatively.

Cookie dough may be used to off-set
council-sponsored program costs, camp fees and to purchase
uniforms, books and other items from our Lakes and Pines
shops. Troops also earn profit which supports the program
options chosen by the girls in the troop.

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Getting Started: Girls should look through the Girl Scout
Leadership Program and Events Guide and check out all the great
options. Then, make a decision about which event(s) you want
to attend with your troop or by yourself. There are some programs
groups may attend on their own, which is noted in event
descriptions.

Registration Deadline: The registration deadline is the last
date that completed registration forms and payment are
accepted.
